Writing 

 You will write a Critical Essay in response to a text you have 

studied in class. You will have notes to support you and this 

will not be completed under timed conditions. 

 You will write a report on a topic of your choosing.  

Talking 

 You will participate in a group discussion. The focus of this dis-

cussion will be a text you have previously studied in class. You 

will be allowed notes to support you in the assessment. 

 You will deliver a solo presentation. This will be in response to 

a text you have previously studied in class. You will have notes 

to support you while completing this. 

 

Listening 

 You will complete 2 listening assessments.  

 One will be in response to listening to a single speaker. 

 The other will respond to a discussion of different views and 

opinions. 

 These will not be completed under timed conditions.
